1. The permit holder agrees to assume any and all liability in connection with this work and save the City of Toledo harmless from any and all claims for damages that may arise in connection therewith.  The permit holder shall reimburse the City of Toledo for any damages to City property occasioned by the operations of the permit holder hereunder.  No Public Right of Way Permit will be granted unless the applicant has a $1,000 bond deposited with the Clerk of Council for this purpose.

2. Traffic flow shall be maintained with the least amount of inconvenience.  Excavated materials shall be promptly hauled away and special care shall be taken to safeguard the traveling public.   All traffic controls shall be in accordance with the “Ohio Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices” and supplemented by the “City of Toledo Manual for Uniform Traffic Control for Construction and Maintenance”, adopted March 1, 1990.   The permit holder shall contact the Division of Transportation in the event of lane or road closure at least 7 business days prior to starting work.  

3. Pavement, sidewalk, and driveways shall be replaced in-kind and in accordance with the Current State of Ohio Department of Transportation Construction and Materials Specifications and with the current City of Toledo “Specifications Governing work in the public right-of ways”.  For longitudinal cuts in excess of 25 feet on streets that have been resurfaced within the past five years, the entire affected lane(s) shall be milled and resurfaced to a depth of at least 1-1/2 inches.

4. A horizontal clearance of 10’ and vertical clearance of 18” (above or below) shall be maintained between the proposed utility and water line, sanitary, and storm lines unless right of way or other constraints do not allow this clearance. 

5. The permit holder is responsible for relocating or supporting their facilities if they conflict with roadway, sewer, or waterline construction or repair.

6. In accordance with Ohio Revised Code 153.64, it is the responsibility of the permit applicant to find and show on plans all existing utilities at the development site.

7. Equipment or material shall not be stored on any public streets without prior approval.

8. All City ordinances governing openings in city streets will be rigidly observed.  Any applicable city specifications shall apply in this work.

9. Work shall proceed with the utmost speed and is to be modified to comply with any restrictions noted on this permit and/or the attached drawing.  Final site work restoration shall be completed within 60 days of installation of the utility.

10. The permit holder will be billed for and agrees to pay fees totaling ten dollars ($10) per permit for openings up to ten square feet and one dollar ($1) for each additional square foot, plus the cost of City inspection at a predetermined rate.

11. Attach copies of all required permits associated with opening in public right of way such as ODOT, railroad, Ohio EPA Storm Water, Corps of Engineers, and Downtown TARTA Bus Loop.

12. All utility companies in the City of Toledo right of way shall register with the Ohio Utilities Protection Service.

13. This permit should not in any way be construed as a substitute for contacting the Ohio Utilities Protection Service (OUPS), or as certification that the proposed construction will not interfere with existing facilities. The Permit Holder shall contact OUPS at 800-362-2764 at least 48 hours before digging.  Permit Holders are hereby notified that City of Toledo storm and sanitary sewers will not be marked in the field as part of the OUPS process.  Permit Holders are responsible for locating these facilities by sighting between manholes.
